Proton goes Dutch in electric car tie-up

KUALA LUMPUR (AFP) – Malaysian automaker Proton has said it will manufacture electric cars for eco-conscious markets in Europe and the United States, in a deal with Netherlands-based Detroit Electric.
The deal is expected to boost Proton revenue by 2.0 billion ringgit (548 million dollars over the next four years, managing director Syed Zainal Abidin Syed Mohamad Tahir told state media.
Detroit Electric said that by 2012 it plans to sell more than 270,000 of the zero-emission electric vehicles in the US and Europe as well as China, priced from 23,000 to 33,000 dollars. 

Its chief executive officer Albert Lam said the vehicles, powered by a lithium polymer battery, will have a single-charge range of between 180 kilometres (111 miles) and 325 kilometres depending on battery size. He said he was confident in the project despite the global downturn which has seen car sales plummet globally.
"Our target audience are those who purchase practical and affordable vehicles. This makes our products fit the pockets of a very wide audience," he said in a statement late Monday.
Detroit Electric was an icon of the United States auto industry in the early 1900s, producing the first electric cars. But it went bankrupt in 1939 and was revived by Lam and other shareholders in the Netherlands and the US last year.
Proton also said it was considering sell the vehicles -- based on its Persona and Gen.2 models -- in Malaysia and elsewhere in Southeast Asia.
Proton was formed 25 years ago as part of an ambitious national industrialisation plan, but its market share has slumped in recent years as it floundered in a newly deregulated market

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With the conjunction of Detroit Electric and Proton, debut the Gen2 and Persona based electric car. Lately the Detroit Electric has signed strategic licensing and contract assembly agreement with the Proton to make electric powered cars which claimed will be producing 40,000 vehicles a year under the license for four years. The model will go on sale in Europe in the first quarter of 2010 and third quarter in US. We are looking forward to this whole new project to boot the Malaysia’s national car brand.
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The both Gen2 and Persona Model will be using Lithium Polymer bateries, which makes the Detroit Electric the second manufacturer to use such technology on  production vehicle after Hyundai Kia group. Both are with 25kWh and 40kWh capacity, which was claimed to get over 2,000 charge cycles and to be consired as a lifetime cycle batteries.  As for charging, the 40kWh is said to take over 10 hours to get 80% of charge on a regular 13 A 240 V household socket.
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The Detroit Electric also says that an estimated price tag for the US market cars will be US $23,000 and US $33,000 for both model, too much from what expected before. Historic electric car brand Detroit Electric (DE) confirmed early last year plans to launch a range of all-electric vehicles for sale in Europe and North America by the end of the decade. The company has now taken a major step forward in realizing those goals with the announcement today that it has signed a deal with Malaysia’s Proton to start building the first cars from next year onwards.

Under the agreement, Detroit Electric will install its all-electric powertrain in two separate Proton vehicles which will then be sold under the Detroit Electric brand. The cars will be styled differently to the Proton vehicles on which they are based and are scheduled to go on sale in the U.S., Europe and China early next year. 

By 2012, Detroit Electric plans to sell more than 270,000 electric vehicles and is implementing an aggressive pricing strategy for the cars. They are to be priced between $23,000 and $26,000 for the city range model (111mi/180km) and between $28,000 and $33,000 for the extended range model (200mi/320km). 

For those unfamiliar with Detroit Electric, the group was an early 20th century electric car brand launched by the Anderson Electric Car Company over 100 years ago. In its heyday, Detroit Electric was an American icon and the cars were very popular with customers like Thomas Edison, Charles Proteus Steinmetz and Henry Ford’s wife Clara.

Detroit Electric is now seeking to form similar partnerships with manufacturers in the U.S. and Europe in effort to quickly expand the number of different models it sells. Proton is also reportedly developing its own hybrid technology, although nothing has been heard since last August.
